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Members & Visitors Dress Code

Corhampton Golf Club wishes to preserve a "smart but casual” approach based on clothing that
is principally designed for golf.

Members are asked to follow the dress code and to
advise their guests when playing the course or
attending a function.

Caps:
Caps must be worn correctly (i.e. peak at the front).

Hats of any kind are not permitted in the clubhouse.

Shirts:
T Shirts, vests and shirts with large logos are not
allowed.

For men, shirts may have long or short sleeves and

must also have a collar , except turtle necks and those
with a tailored crew neck specifically designed for golf.
Shirts must be tucked into trousers or shorts.

For ladies, shirts may be either sleeveless or collarless
(not both) and may be worn outside the waistband

Trousers:  Denim, jeans, tracksuits, cargo pants,
shellsuits and military style attire are not allowed.
Trousers must not be tucked into socks unless worn
under waterproof trousers

Shorts:  Tailored shorts only may be worn. Jogging,
Bermuda, athletic or beach shorts are not permitted.

Socks:
Men are required to wear socks / stockings at all times. When worn with shorts, long socks
may be any colour; short socks must be predominantly white and at least ankle length.

Ladies only may wear sockettes

Shoes: Golf shoes must be worn on the course.
Trainers, plimsolls, sandals or flip flops are not permitted either on the course or in clubhouse

Mobile Phones:
Mobiles may be carried, but should be switched off on the course and in the clubhouse

In the Clubho _ use:
Smart casual dress is the norm. Acceptable shorts may be worn in the golf lounge and on the
balcony at any time

A collar and tie is required after 7pm in the Hartwell Room unless previously agreed by the
Management Committee. At all other times, sma rt casual attire is appropriate.

For formal occasions including Dinner, Match meals and Social events, members and guests
are expected to change out of golfing clothes T unless a notice is posted to the contrary.

The Dress Code does not apply to children under the age of 11, provided they are smartly
dressed. (Denim is not permitted)

From the West

A31

M27

Leave at Junction 7 Hedge End (Marks & Spencers)

Follow signs to Botley (A334)

Continue through Botley, follow signs to Bishops Waltham (B3035)
At Bishops Waltham

1% roundabout take 1% exit, pass Texaco garage on right.

At 2" roundabout take 2nd exit, signposted Corhampton.
Continue for approx 3 miles
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Turn right into Shepherds Farm Lane at top of hill.

Golf club entrance is on the right

From the North

M3 leave at Junction 9

Follow A272 Spitfire Link, straight over Spitfire roundabout onto A31 St Catherines Way.
Turn left before next roundabout onto Morestead Road. signposted Corhampton

Follow this road for approximately 9 miles. It changes to Belmore Lane and Corhampton Lane.

At the end of Corhampton Lane take left turn and then 1% right into Shepherds Farm Lane.
Golf Club entrance is on the right.

From the South East

Leave M27 at Junction 10

Follow the A32 signposted Wickham/Alton

At Wickham roundabout take second exit signposted Alton/Droxford
Continue for approx 5 miles through Droxford.

At next roundabout turn left, signposted Bishops Waltham(B3035).
Continue up the hill and take 1° left turn.

Golf Club entrance is on the right.

From London

A3 to Guildford

Bear left after Little Chef onto A31 Farnham

At Farnham roundabout keep left on A31 signposted Alton

After by passing Alton, at the next roundabout take 1% left exit signposted A32 Fareham.
Continue along this road for approx 12 miles, straight through traffic lights; turn right at next
roundabout signposted Bishops Waltham (B3035).

Continue up the hill and take 1° left turn.

Golf Club entrance is on the right.
